contexts. As for mechanism design, | am particularly interested in mechanisms in a dynamic
environment, information revelation mechanisms, and mechanisms that connect agents under
various forms of externalities.  Below are abstracts of some of my recent papers.

1. Matching Strategic Agents on a Two-Sided Platform

A platform offers sellers and buyers trading opportunities by creating one-to-one matches
between them. A matching mechanism specifies subscription fees and the probabilities with
which each seller type is matched with each buyer type. When the subscribers are fully
strategic in their interactions with their matched partners, the optimal mechanism may not
employ socially efficient positive assortative matching (PAM) but instead focus on the extraction
of the agents’ informational rents. In alternative scenarios in which the platform exercises
stronger control over the subscribers’ interactions, the optimal mechanism employs PAM but
may create distortions by blocking some efficient transactions.

2. Connecting Heterogeneous Agents in a Large Two-Sided Market

This paper formulates a model of a two-sided market in which each agent has heterogeneous
preferences over agents on the other side. A monopolistic platform creates subscription groups
which allow group members to access each other. Group membership is valuable for each
agent if any of the agents on the other side he considers preferable is also a member. The
platform solicits private preference information from the agents, and makes them
take-it-or-leave-it offers by specifying group assignment and subscription prices. We identify
incentive compatible mechanisms that make it uniquely optimal for each potential subscriber to
accept the platform's offer, and study their property in the limit as the market expands in its size
$n$. We show that the asymptotically optimal mechanism creates a single subscription group
when the probability that each agent finds another agent preferable is bounded away from zero,
and creates many groups when the probability quickly approaches zero as $n$ increases.

3. Beliefs in Repeated Games

This paper uses a laboratory experiment to study beliefs and their relationship to action and
strategy choices in finitely and indefinitely repeated prisoners’ dilemma games. We find subjects’
beliefs about the other player's action are generally accurate despite some small systematic
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deviations corresponding to early pessimism in the indefinitely repeated game and late optimism
in the finitely repeated game. The data reveals a close link between beliefs and actions that
differs between the two games. In particular, the same history of play leads to different beliefs,
and the same belief leads to different action choices in each game. Moreover, we find beliefs
anticipate the evolution of behavior within a supergame, changing in response to the history of
play (in both games) and the number of rounds played (in the finitely repeated game). We then
use the subjects’ beliefs over actions in each round to identify their beliefs over supergame
strategies played by the other player. We find these beliefs correctly capture the different classes
of strategies used in each game. Importantly, subjects using different strategies have different
beliefs, and for the most part, strategies are subjectively rational given beliefs. The results also
suggest subjects tend to underestimate the likelihood that others use less cooperative strategies.
In the finitely repeated game, this helps explain the slow unravelling of cooperation. In the
indefinitely repeated game, persistence of heterogeneity in beliefs underpins the difficulty of
resolving equilibrium selection.

4. Voluntary Redistribution Mechanism in Asymmetric Coordination Games

An inequality game is an asymmetric 2 X2 coordination game in which player 1 eamns a
substantially higher payoff than player 2 except in the inefficient Nash equilibrium (NE). The
two players may have either common or conflicting interests over the two NE. This paper
studies a redistribution scheme which allows the players to voluntarily transfer their payoffs after
the play of an inequality game. We find that the redistribution scheme induces positive transfer
from player 1 to player 2 in both common- and conflicting- interest games, and is particularly
effective in increasing efficient coordinaton and reducing coordination failures in
conflicting-interest games. We explain these findings by considering preferences that combine
inequality aversion and reciprocity, highlighting the importance of the sacrifice made by player 2
in achieving efficient coordination in conflicting-interest games.

5. The Impact of Monitoring in Infinitely Repeated Games: Perfect, Public, and
Private

This paper uses a laboratory experiment to study the effect of the monitoring structure on the
play of the infinitely repeated prisoner's dilemma. Keeping the strategic form of the stage game
fixed, we examine the behavior of subjects when information about past actions is perfect
(perfect monitoring), noisy but public (public monitoring), and noisy and private (private
monitoring). We find that the subjects sustain cooperation in every treatment, but that their
strategies differ across the three treatments. Specifically, the strategies under imperfect
monitoring are both more complex and more lenient than those under perfect monitoring. The
results show how the changes in strategies across monitoring structures mitigate the effect of
noise in monitoring on efficiency.

6. Bertrand Competition under Network Externalities

Two firms engage in price competition to attract buyers located on a network. The value of the
good of either firm to any buyer depends on the number of neighbors on the network who adopt
the same good. When the size of externalities increases linearly with the number of adoptions,
we identify the set of pricing strategies that are consistent with an equilibrium in which one of the
firms monopolizes the market. The set includes marginal cost (MC) pricing as well as bipartition
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pricing, which offers discounts to some buyers and charges markups to others. We show that
MC pricing fails to be an equilibrium under non-linear externalities in a general network, but
identify conditions for an equilibrium with bipartition pricing to be robust against perturbations in
the externalities from linearity. The analysis is applied to platform competition in a two-sided
market under local and approximately linear externalities.

[ am an applied micro-economist interested in studying politics within countries, corporations
and organizations both theoretically and empirically. 1 view the fundamental problem in
politics as a division of limited resources among a group of individuals who have potentially
different and conflicting preferences. Usually such conflicts are resolved through
negotiations. As such, most of my theoretical work is on bargaining and voting, particularly
in a multilateral environment. On the empirical side, my distinctive contribution has been the
estimation of bargaining models.

My research generally proceeds from more general abstract settings to specific situations or
applications. So, I study general strategic bargaining or voting models, and then in other work
look at applications to bankruptcy, or coalition formation in governments. I consider
empirical work to be an integral part of my research program. Some of my work has
pioneered estimation techniques for bargaining models. I have also devoted considerable
time and effort to building new data sets that allow me to empirically investigate my
theoretical work.

My ongoing work includes (i) estimation and identification of network models, (ii) an
experimental study of multilateral bargaining over the division of a stochastic pie, (iii)
theoretical and empirical analysis of cardinal mechanisms including an implementation to
allocate offices to PhD students at Rice, (iv) dynamic political economy with costly policy
change, (v) multilateral bargaining with asymmetric information, (vi) multilateral bargaining
over the division of an endogenous pie, (vii) team and task design to elicit information about
the abilities of individuals when there is statistical discrimination, (viii) optimal group testing
for infectious diseases when the individuals are heterogenous with respect to their risk of
being infected, (iv) policy experimentation by multiple decision-makers when there are
externalities.

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My research centers on fundamental issues of economic dynamics and development. Having lived through the collapse of
a totalitarian system, I found that the dynamics of the transition to a market economy using “‘new institutional economics”
(economic approach to the analysis of social institutions pioneered by Ronald Coase, Harold Demsetz, and Douglas
North) presented a natural starting point. Since I joined the U.S. academic community in the earty 2000s, I have focused
on detailed, "nanoeconomic" examination of the major determinants of economic success and failure through the lens of
industry behavior, entrepreneurship, and adoption and diffusion of best technological and management practices,
especially as they relate to human capital.  have aimed to develop new theoretical perspectives, as well as new empirical
approaches to measuring quantitatively various important relevant phenomena, among them, rewards to entrepreneurship,
the role of managerial talent in the productivity and profitability of plants, the impact of political risk on investment and
growth, and the role of globalization in fighting the corporate culture of hiding and corruption.

A country’s stage of development and its institutions determine how effectively it can generate and exploit new
technological opportunities and utilize its human capital. At the same time, superior human capital and rapid diffusion of
best practices, even if they happen initially in just one industry, have the potential of eventually changing the whole
institutional landscape. Dynamic, innovative industries and regions are born out of a marriage between technological
opportunity and human capital, on the one hand, and market demand and institutional rules governing asset allocation and
rent appropriation, on the other hand. The consequences for human welfare of understanding how a country can unleash
its productive potential are so staggering that, as Nobel Laureate Robert Lucas wrote, “once one starts to think about them,
it is hard to think about anything else” (Lucas, 1988, p. 5). While we may already have a rather good idea of poor
institutions being the main reason for “why nations fail” (Acemoglu and Robinson, 2012), detailed ““nano-economic”
study of entrepreneurship and industry behavior presents, in my view, the most promising way of studying development
(including institution-building) as a “self-discovery” process (Hausmann and Rodrik, 2003), and thus allows one to pose
and answer the question of how nations succeed. I expect this to be the most important theme in my research agenda going
forward.

My research studies behavioral and experimental economics, with a focus on cognitive ability
and cooperation in infinitely repeated games. Firstly, I focused on studying cognitive ability's
effect on cooperation in infinitely repeated public goods game experiments in my past research.
We found that participants with greater cognitive abilities cooperated more (less) when
cooperation could(not) be sustained as risk dominance. A similar trend was observed in the
frequency of fully cooperative strategies. Secondly, I also studied how the observability of
partners' past play affect cooperation in infinitely repeated prisoner's dilemma game experiments.
We found that reputational information per se may not improve cooperation. A structural
estimation suggests that a certain percentage of players act according to the "Always Defect"
strategy, whether or not the reputational information is available. Thirdly, I experimentally
investigated the relationship between participants' reliance on algorithms, their familiarity with
the task, and the performance level of the algorithm. We found that when participants could freely
decide on their final forecast after observing the one produced by the algorithm, the average
degree of reliance on high and low performing algorithms was not significantly different.
Experienced participants relied less on the algorithm than inexperienced participants, regardless
of its performance level. The reliance on the low-performing algorithm was positive even when
participants could infer they outperformed the algorithm. Our results suggest that excessive
reliance on algorithms, rather than algorithm aversion, should be of concern, at least in some
domains.

Besides, I experimentally study how algorithms help investors make better decisions in the
financial market. I also experimentally study giving behavior when donors' attention is drawn to

the existence of overhead costs in charitable giving.
